CachePaq2 uses HP workstation and server hardware to deliver the same tried-
and-trusted Linux appliance design as its predecessor, and inherits facilities including 
support for the hosting (and automatic updating) of educational content such as 
Espresso Primary, proactive and reactive caching of web resources, plus serving 
of an intranet web site. CachePaq2 takes full advantage of advances in processor 
power and storage capabilities to provide greatly enhanced performance and 
reliability - most notably through its Gigabit network connection and mirrored 
hard disks - and also adds the ability to handle more sophisticated content like 
Espresso Clipbank plus per-user web filtering control.

Integration with Atomwide/LGfL USO (Unified Sign On)
CachePaq2 can integrate seamlessly with Atomwide USO to offer logged, cached 
and authenticated user access to Internet services, as well as selected integrated 
local applications and services.

Atomwide WebScreen™ interface for enhanced URL filtering
For subscribers to Atomwide’s WebScreen URL filtering service, CachePaq2 brings 
greater integration with WebScreen’s enhanced categorisation database, which is 
tailored to the needs of the UK education sector, and also enables sophisticated 
policy control based on USO username, client IP, or time of day. Meanwhile, users 
already benefiting from WebScreen gain the option of increased autonomy from 
upstream systems.

The level of Internet usage in schools has risen considerably since Atomwide launched 
the original CachePaq in 2004, and the sophistication of the content being accessed has 
increased significantly too. In order to meet the state-of-the-art web access demands of the 
UK education sector, Atomwide has therefore developed CachePaq2.
