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ParentLink is a secure, public-facing web site, with a user-friendly interface, that
gives parents and guardians easy access to school-related information. The data
displayed shows what information is held by their children’s schools about them
and their children.

The site is a secure and easy-to-use portal that encourages parental involvement in
their children’s education by providing up-to-date information such as attendance,
behaviour and achievements.

When they first use the site, parents are guided through the process of creating
their own USO accounts which they then link to their children’s accounts. Account
creation is a secure process where user identity is verified through information
collected from the school’s MIS. During the registration process, an authorisation
code is sent to the mobile number which the school holds for the parent. This
code must be entered, along with the child’s USO username, in order to validate an
account application. Parents can then use a single USO account to view information
about children who attend different schools even if those schools are in different
LAs. The only pre-requisite is that the schools subscribe to the ParentLink service
and make the information available to view.

LAs and schools can choose what data they expose to parents as they have full
control over each field. These settings can be decided by each school individually
and school-level decisions will override any LA-level configuration.
